The benefice is made up of the parishes of Blakeney, Cley, Wiveton, Glandford and Letheringsett. The
overall resident population is 1,365 ( Blakeney 639, Cley 399, Letheringsett 176, Wiveton 108,
Glandford 43), rising to an estimated 3,700 with the presence of holiday makers and visitors at
various times throughout the year.

There is one school within the benefice: Blakeney Church of England Primary School, part of the
Pilgrim Federation, with 34 children on roll.

6. Diocesan New Incumbents Programme

The Diocesan Mission & Ministry department offers two training events for those new to incumbency
in the Diocese. Both are residential courses, one on skills forincumbency and one on new
incumbency, more focused on person inrole.

The Archdeacons of the Diocese are also reinstating the diocesan new incumbents’ induction
programme following the pandemic.

1. *From the Ordinal
‘Priests are called to be servants and shepherds among the people to whom they are sent.

With their Bishop and fellow ministers, they are to proclaim the word of the Lord and to watch for the
signs of God’s new creation.

They are to be messengers, watchmen and stewards of the Lord; they are to teach and to admonish,
to feed and provide for his family, to search for his children in the wilderness of this world’s
temptations, and to guide them through its confusions, that they may be saved through Christ for
ever.

Formed by the word, they are to call their hearers to repentance and to declare in Christ’s name the
absolution and forgiveness of their sins.

With all God’s people, they are to tell the story of God’s love.

They are to baptize new disciples in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit, and to walk with them in the way of Christ, nurturing them in the faith.

They are to unfold the Scriptures, to preach the word in season and out of season, and to declare the
mighty acts of God.

‘In the name of our Lord we bid you remember the greatness of the trust that is now to be committed
to your charge.

Remember always with thanksgiving that the treasure now to be entrusted to you is Christ’s own
flock, bought by the shedding of his blood on the cross.

It is to him that you will render account for your stewardship of his people.

You cannot bear the weight of this calling in your own strength, but only by the grace and power of
God. Pray therefore that your heart may daily be enlarged and your understanding of the Scriptures
enlightened.

Pray earnestly for the gift of the Holy Spirit.
